Cannabis as Medicine 

Check List  
  Avoid unintentional poisoning of children or pets. 

 

SECURE 

Keep all medicinal cannabis products in a lockable box and/or child-resistant container. 

Place all medicinal cannabis products out of the reach of children and pets. 

Store edibles separately from food items. 

Use a sticker to reseal open packages to deter tampering and discourage use by others.  

 

KEEP TRACK 

Know how much medicinal cannabis you have at all times — when you know what’s left,   

        you’ll know what’s missing.  

 

Dispose of unused medicinal cannabis (oils/liguids) in Deterra bags/drug deactivation bags.
